A few years later, I worked for the 
RCMP and was physically harassed 
by a corporal. I went out of my way 
to avoid him until he retired. Now, 
more than 20 years later, I wouldn't 
put up with this behaviour. But 
back then, I was young, scared and 
intimidated. And, surprisingly, after 
all these years, I'm still angry with 
the people who should have helped 

me but didn't. I hope other women 
read your article and pay attention 
to what is going on around them.
